The break was flowing

Through the culverts and the water was running under the ice in the ditch so i i thought that i would be able to isolate the break

by turning off the water main that runs on the west side of meadows. After i turned the valves off i checked the break and it was

still running. So i began to investigate further and check the ditch by breaking the ice and following the water till i eventually
found the break next to the driveway of 729 Ray St. The break was on a 6 inch line and was a radial crack. A 6X6 sleeve was

used. Geneva 32 operated and Geneva 30,33, and 54 worked the break. One six wheeler was removed and dumped at the

east side. The whole was 4 and a half feet deep so no shoring was used.
