	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Andrew P. and Marion O. Anderson purchased this property in October 1950 from George H. and Amanda Ekdahl. The Andersons secured a mortgage in October 1951 when they built this house. Andrew Anderson (1903-1988) was a plumber by trade but worked as a stationary/operating engineer at Geneva's Community Hospital for 25 years and, simultaneously, as the custodian of the neighboring First Congregational Church of Geneva for 20 years. The Anderson family lived at this property until Andrew and Marion's deaths in 1988 and 1989, respectively.

The property is an excellent local example of its era and is notable for its association with architecture—specifically the Minimal Traditional/Ranch style.
