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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This property was the home of one of Geneva's most prolific builders. August Wilson (1871-1961) emigrated from Sweden in 1892 to work on the Swedish pavilion at the Columbian Exposition in Chicago. August Wilson—first on his own (1903), then with his brother Oscar (beginning in 1904), and, later, with his son (after 1931)—built and remodeled numerous buildings in Geneva and throughout the Fox Valley.
 
The Wilson Brothers built many residences designed by Frank Lloyd Wright, completed many commercial buildings, erected several catalog/precut homes, and remodeled other buildings. 

The Fourth Street property was acquired in September 1909. Plans for 3-4 new houses on the large lot were announced in March 1910. The August Wilson house was completed in 1911. Upon completion of this house, the Wilson Brothers began construction on the Oscar Wilson House (see 228 N. Fourth Street).

The August Wilson House is representative of the design influence of Frank Lloyd Wright; however, the house is said to be of August Wilson's design. 

The property is notable for its association with one or more significant persons—specifically the Wilson Brothers— and architecture—specifically the craftsmanship of the Wilson Brothers and the Prairie style. The property may also be significant within a context of Swedish properties in Geneva.
