	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This property was the home of one of Geneva's most prolific builders. Oscar Wilson (1879-1956) was born in Sweden but settled in Geneva, where he began working with his brother, August, by 1905. The Wilson Brothers built and remodeled numerous buildings in Geneva and throughout the Fox Valley, including several residences designed by Frank Lloyd Wright. The Wilson Brothers also completed many commercial buildings, erected several catalog/precut homes, and remodeled other buildings. 

The Fourth Street property was acquired in September 1909. Plans for 3-4 new houses on the large lot were announced in March 1910. August Wilson built his house first (see 202 N. Fourth Street). The Oscar Wilson House was under construction in 1912 and was nearing completion in February 1913 (08 February 1913 Geneva Republican). The house is said to be of Oscar Wilson's design. The new house took nearly three years to complete because the Wilson Bros. were occupied by many projects. 

Oscar Wilson erected a new garage (20 September 1916 Geneva Republican) and a new porch with a steel foundation (03 October 1930 Geneva Republican). Oscar Nelson lived in this house until his death in 1956. 

In 1996, the house was remodeled; however, the details of the remodeling are unclear. Between 2006 and 2007, the interior of the house was remodeled, and the original garage and driveway were relocated from the south side of the property (with access off of Fourth Street) to the north side of the property (with access off of Ford Street).

The property is notable for its association with one or more significant persons—specifically the Wilson Brothers—and architecture—specifically the craftsmanship of the Wilson Brothers and the Craftsman style. The property may also be significant within a context of Swedish properties in Geneva.
