	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The property was the second residence for Lynn C. and Kate (Field) Danforth, who previously resided at 514 James Street. Construction of the house began in the summer of 1911, and interior decorations were completed that autumn. The Danforths' and their daughter Elizabeth occupied the home until 1921, when they permanently relocated to Los Angeles, California. Notably, Mr. Danforth founded the Kane County Abstract Co. in 1906. Before the home was built, the area was known as "the old Coleman property" (Geneva Republican 3/22/1911).

In July 1919, the property was sold to Rev. J. Albert Rondthaler and his wife, Adda, who had married in 1904 following the deaths of their previous spouses. The house faced misfortune in October 1919 when it was struck by lightning, damaging the chimney and furnace. Rev. Rondthaler (1844-1928) was a distinguished minister who became involved with Mooseheart Lodge in Batavia, Illinois, where he assumed the position of Dean around World War I after serving a Chicago congregation. His wife, Adda Benham Rondthaler (1857-1948), was involved in various civic causes, including the Geneva Women's Club. Both were active members of the Geneva and Batavia Congregational churches.

The Rondthalers sold the property to Mary S. Wells and her household in October 1921. 

Shell Knit Shop functioned out of the building from 1962 to 1969, with the Shell family also living on site. It was replaced by Headquarters Gourmet Gallerie in 1970.

The house underwent repairs and restoration to its front porch and upper roof following storm damage in June 2001. This restoration work, a testament to the commitment to preserving the historical value of the house, ensured that the property continued to stand as a living piece of history. While it doesn't follow much of the established Prairie style, its low roof and porch decorations hint at the evolution of the style. This home is significant as an early example of the Prairie style and in its relation to historic Geneva residents, such as the Danforth and Ronthaler families.
