	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The residence at this address was constructed in 1915 by the Wilson Bros. for City Attorney Leonard C. Mead and his wife, Lucy. The Geneva Republican reported on various stages of the construction process throughout that year. The foundation was completed by mid-May, and N. P. Eck finished the painting by June 23. Mead owned the property until 1921, when he sold the house, as reported in the September 2 issue of the Geneva Republican.

Subsequent modifications to the property occurred over the years. In 1946, a new garage was built for then-owner John Nelson, as noted in the July 12 edition of the Geneva Republican. This garage stood for nearly seven decades before being demolished in 2014. A new garage was erected to replace the original structure that same year.

One of the most intriguing aspects of this property is its resemblance to Gordon-Van Tine's designs, particularly when compared to the residence at 128 N. Fourth Street, which was built in 1925. This striking similarity hints at a possible connection to the popular mail-order home designs of the early 20th century, a potential discovery that could shed new light on the property's history. However, further research is needed to confirm this exciting speculation.
