	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Since 1838, the house has had a rich history of ownership and adaptations. Charles Patten, an early settler, initially established a general store on the west bank of the river. He later relocated to a new store at the northwest corner of First and State Streets. Patten was instrumental in the formation of the Unitarian Church. 

In 1851, he acquired Block 87 and constructed a residence there. He initiated the building of this house in the spring of 1851 to complete it by October 1 of the same year. In 1917, during renovations undertaken by James C. Long, a notable discovery was made: upon removing a piece of molding from a large door, various intriguing details were inscribed. These included the notation that the molding was installed by Oscar Dewey on Monday, August 25, 1851, under the supervision of master builder C.H. Stone. The workers involved in the construction included William Humisted, Lyman P. Bixby, John Book (Dutchman), and David Durham of Geneva, Illinois. The discovery also mentioned significant local events, such as the Great Chicago Fire of August 23, 1851, which impacted nearby communities.

After Charles Patten died in 1887, the house changed hands several times, each new owner leaving their unique mark. 

Orin D. Stickler purchased it in 1890, and in subsequent years, the lot was acquired by Mr. and Mrs. Benjamin W. Dodson, who named it Fieldstone and moved the Patten house to its current site to build their own home. Later, the Welch family acquired the Patten House, in its new location at the southeast corner of Fourth and Fulton streets. Professor Welch, the first principal of Geneva's West Side school, and his family resided there. Their daughter, Helen Medora, married James C. Long, and they made the house their home for nearly five decades starting around 1878-1883, a period that would significantly shape the house's character. The house was also known during their ownership as Long's Corner, a testament to their influence. In 1927, Helen M. Long passed away, followed by James Long in 1933. 

James Long, known for operating a general merchandise store at State and Third for 40 years, left a lasting legacy in the community, a legacy that was deeply intertwined with the house. Their descendants continued to reside in the house until 1935, after which it changed hands multiple times, each new owner adding to the house's rich history: to Mr. and Mrs. Josiah McRoberts in 1936, then to John B. Lauer in 1947, and subsequently to Scott Davis in 1950.

By 1970-71, interior designer Milton Agars Botterill had transformed the property into a shop and apartment known as Agars Studio. The main floor served as the shop.
