BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

This property was constructed in 1972, designed by local architect
Tom Emma. In the 1973-1974 phone book, Emma Architects is listed
as the resident of Suite C of the building. Additionally, Suite A was
occupied by the offices of Samuel S Holmes, a lawyer, and William A
Perry Junior, an insurance agent. Suite B was occupied by Agar's
Studio, which offered interior decorating services. Marcum Group,
Inc, and then Continental Jewelers functioned as jewelry stores out
of the building beginning in 1988. By 1999, the property was
inhabited by Little Traveler's Back Door and Emma & Vasilion
Architects. It continues to be a commercial property today.
