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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Emory Abbott broke ground on this property in May 1895 for a $3,000 residence, holds significant architectural importance in Geneva, IL. Under Robert Long's contract, construction progressed steadily throughout the summer. The structure was situated near Abbott's old homestead and facing J.D. Harvey on the west side of the lot.  Emory Abbott was noted as both an attorney and a Civil War veteran.
The site is visible on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps beginning in 1923, well after the building was constructed. The two story building was an irregular, somewhat rectangular shape with a bay window on the center of the south facade. A porch was also on the north half of the west facade.
By the 1930 map, a porch extended the line of the bay extension on the south facade. An enclosed porch existed north of the east facade, with a smaller unenclosed porch section just south of it. A garage was added on the southeast corner of the lot. The property looks the same in 1945.
Local phone books and newspapers list Neil McKay as a resident in 1956, Thomas W Leary in 1958, Simon J Stanfields in 1962, Jerome J O'Keefe in 1966, and Mrs Marcia Rohrs from 1970 until 1977. In the 1980s, a group of attorneys, including Howard Broecker, owned the property and were involved in business district development. Today, the house is part of that business district as Deja Vu resale store.
