The Turner and LeBaron families were active members of the Unitarian-Universalist Society of Geneva.

The house at 110 Franklin Street, although possibly designed before LeBaron Turner died in 1941, did not commence construction until after that time. Due to wartime constraints on materials and labor from 1941 to 1945, it is improbable that the construction of the house occurred during this period. The architectural firm of Frazier & Raftery, who designed the house, was closed from 1942 to mid-1945 due to World War II. Walter Frazier served in the U.S. Army in San Bernardino, California, while J. Howard Raftery worked for the Federal Housing Authority in Detroit, Michigan, and later as Director of the Chicago Plan Commission.

Following the war, Frazier & Raftery resumed their architectural practice in late 1945, joined by architects Montgomery Orr and Edward Fairbank. The home's design at 110 Franklin Street reflects the firm's pre-war style, though it may have undergone slight modifications post-war. Julia T. Turner applied for a fence permit for the property on the south side of Franklin at First in January 1947 (Geneva Republican, January 10, 1947). The wedding of their daughter Julia Watson Turner to Joseph Munroe McNulty took place at this house on April 10, 1948, confirming that the house and grounds were completed by that date. The garage was added in the 1960s.

As of 2020, the house's exterior remains nearly unchanged, with only minor modifications and the original steel cabinetry in the kitchen has been preserved.
