BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The earliest appearance of this property on the Sanborn Fire
Insurance Maps is in 1930 as a two story garage sharing a lot with
the Colonial Hospital. The Colonial Hospital was established in 1908
and was one of the early area hospitals. At this point, Community
Hospital had already opened on Second Street. By 1935, the
Colonial Hospital was considered a clinic rather than a hospital but
the garage remained.

The building was remodeled and opened as a play school in 1949.
Dr Robert H Sykes owned the property in 1950 and renovated the
garage section. Ralph Davis received a permit to make alterations to
an apartment in the building in 1953, the same year the play school
moved to another site. It continued to be used as a garage as well as
its other uses through at least 1961.

Phonebooks list the property as vacant in 1956. In 1958, Mrs Lucille
M Aylward is listed under the address, and in 1962, Hilda M
