BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

In 1925, Frank A. Hunt, a real estate dealer based in Geneva and
Chicago, acquired the lot at the corner of Fourth and Franklin
Streets. Fred Hilquist was promptly commissioned to excavate a
basement for the new property. Wilson Bros then erected the house
on July 31st, 1925. Ownership transferred to Oscar Nelson in 1928,
who later sold the home to the Jaeger family. They resided there until
about 1930 when they moved to Fargo Blvd.

The property continued to evolve over the decades. On September
22nd,1939, Mr. and Mrs. Arthur Nelson acquired the home from the
Aageson family and made it their residence. They played significant
roles in the Geneva community, with Bernice Nelson chairing the
Geneva unit of the Woman’s Auxiliary of Community Hospital and
organizing large annual luncheons. Arthur Nelson also served as an
alderman for the second ward.

Between approximately 1975 and 1985, the original Colonial-style
