In the early 1950s, the home was sold to Mr. and Mrs. Loyal M. Rowland, who relocated to New Mexico on June 11th, 1953. Around 1958, the house became the Lutheran parsonage for Geneva Lutheran Church. It served as a hub for church activities and a gathering place for the United Women’s Work, an organization within the congregation that facilitated Bible studies, community projects, and fellowship circles.

The property was most recently sold on August 31st, 2012, to Donald James Loonam and Sarah McDermott-Loonam.
