	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Built in 1921, this home was divided and used as apartments from the 1930s through the 1960s. The property holds historical significance due to its association with several notable individuals, including Captain Wm. B. Nortwick, Dr. Leroy N. Vernon, Thomas Scroggin, and Mr. and Mrs. Herbert E. Hecker. 

John Van Nortwick and his family moved into the residence on March 24th, 1933. Their son, Captain William B. Nortwick, served as a first lieutenant in the U.S. Army during 1944. Dr. Leroy N. Vernon, a prominent physician, and his family resided here around 1941. Dr. Vernon was also the organist and choir director at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Geneva. In 1947, Thomas Scroggin, a skilled furniture and cabinet maker who owned a shop on West State Street, lived here with his son.

Herbert E. Hecker and his wife occupied the home in the late 1950s. Herbert had been with Prudential Insurance Company since 1933 as the director of agencies. He was actively involved in various organizations, including Kiwanis International, Masons, the American Legion, and the Association of Life Underwriters. Mrs. Hecker contributed to the Geneva community by serving on the Board of the Women’s Association and hosting meetings at their home.

Today, the property remains a single-family residential dwelling. Marianne Berger most recently purchased it on January 8th, 2018.
