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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: D.E. Northam's new residence, reported in the Geneva Republican on September 15th, 1922, was nearing completion, and the Northam family moved in the following week.

The property is significant for its association with notable individuals and community development, particularly that involving the Millers and Ms. Norman Parker. There was a Housework wanted an ad in The Geneva Republican on October 11th, 1918, suggesting that the home may have been under construction. The Northam family officially moved in in September 1922. Following them, Ms. Franck D. Lawrence may have resided there, as the residence was listed for sale in The Geneva Republican on September 18th, 1925, described as a "Modern eight-room brick and Bedford stone residence, centrally located."Mr. and Ms. Benjamin A. Miller subsequently purchased the home around July 1928. Ms. Miller, known for her community involvement, was the postmaster and hosted meetings for the Ladies' Aid Society of the First Methodist Church during the 1930s. In 1933, Mrs. Norman Parker, a violinist, lived there and offered lessons to local youth. Dr. Paul E. Sabine also resided there briefly around 1936 before selling the property to Nicholas Aageson and his family on September 1st, 1939. The Aagesons relocated to Detroit in 1941, selling the home to R.H. Duffy and his family on October 10th, 1941. Their children included Sheila and Gordon Tanner Duffy, who registered for the draft in 1942.

Most recently, the property was sold to Sarah Leonard on February 8th, 2021.
