BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The residence at 522 Franklin Street was constructed for Maud
Lennartz between 1921 and 1922 by Taylor W. Gibbs from LaFox,
lllinois. She acquired this lot after the school board purchased her
intended building site on the Burr Block for the Sixth Street School,
as reported in the Geneva Republican on July 29, 1921. The Franklin
Street property was purchased from Mrs. Charles H. Moore, who had
relocated to Denver, Colorado, in 1913.

Additional residents include the family of Walter A Hahn and the
Kinley family.

This structure features a street-facing gable roof with a broken
pediment and paired windows, showcasing Colonial Revival
architectural influences. According to the 1930 Sanborn Fire
Insurance Co. Map, the original front porch wrapped around the
northeast corner of the house, covering approximately half of the
front facade and extending into the east side yard.

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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The residence at 522 Franklin Street was constructed for Maud Lennartz between 1921 and 1922 by Taylor W. This structure features a street-facing gable roof with a broken pediment and paired windows, showcasing Colonial Revival architectural influences. According to the 1930 Sanborn Fire Insurance Co. Map, the original front porch wrapped around the northeast corner of the house, covering approximately half of the front facade and extending into the east side yard. This porch was removed between 1970 and 1973. Notably, the first-floor windows are shorter than those on the second floor a unique architectural feature that persisted in the home's initial construction. This unconventional proportioning may have been a deliberate choice at the time, possibly influenced by considerations of privacy or interior furnishings preferred by Mrs. Lennartz.

The property holds potential significance due to its association with notable individuals, including contractor Taylor W. Gibbs, who was well-regarded in Geneva during his time.
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
