BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

There is no building on the site of this address in historic Sanborn
maps up until 1945. In 1953, Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Mead sold their
home at 25 Fulton St to Mr and Mrs F. E. Cheeseman and moved to
a new residence on South Street. A permit was issued to T. C.
Gordon for a new dwelling at this address in April of 1956. The
Gordons remained at the address until at least 1974.

This property was purchased by Marguerite Achenbach, acting as
Trustee of the Marguerite Achenbach Revocable Trust, on July 29,
1992. Ownership transferred to William Scott Clancy on November 8,
2004, who secured a mortgage through Deutsche Bank National
Trust Company from Washington Mutual Bank. The mortgage later
transferred to West Suburban Bank, with Clancy retaining ownership
amidst other non-record claimants. The property entered foreclosure
on May 6, 2010, with West Suburban Bank as the mortgagee. On
October 6, 2020, the trust deed and mortgage were released.
Subsequently, the home underwent remodeling in 2021.
