	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The house, originally constructed in the 1890s, became known as the Wilbur Schenck House after its purchase by Wilbur Schenk from Cannon in 1915 for $3,350. In January 30, 1920, a fire destroyed the roof, necessitating its reconstruction. 

By 1931, Paul Scott had taken up residence. He undertook various enhancements, including adding a two-car garage and new cement pathways around the property. Scott's tenure at the house was marked by community engagement, including the occasional rental of an apartment. Scott passed in in 1947. 

In 1984, Sharon Brown and Edward Door acquired the property, followed by Debra and Michael Bruno in 1994. Debra Bruno's role as an HP Commissioner and Michael Bruno's tenure as a City Alderman underscored their commitment to historic preservation and civic service, solidifying the house's place as a notable example of early-20th-century residential architecture within the community.
