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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This house is one of the oldest extant properties in the city of Geneva. It is visible on all historic Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, as well as the 1869 Birds Eye. Bark-covered timbers in the basement date the core of the house to as early as the 1830s. On the Bird's Eye, it appears as an L-shape, gabled building. The 1885 Sanborn map indicates an addition to that shape on the north half of the west facade. It describes the house in four sections; the south east corner as 1 1/2 stories, with the l shape extending west with another 1 1/2 story section, and north with a 1 story section. The aforementioned addition is one story on the east of the north half of the L. Additionally, a porch is split between the facades of the two southern sections, and a note is made about a front stable. The footprint is the same through the 1905 map. By 1912, the porch is gone. By 1930, the north addition on the east side is gone, returning the footprint to a similar form to the Bird's Eye map. It appears the same in 1945, and today.

The house was deeded to Hendrick Miller by James Herrington in 1837. This was likely the home of his son, Dr. Henry A. Miller, who invested heavily in naming Geneva as the county seat, and Dr. Miller's wife Fannie Wilson, who was related to several local judges.

Dr. Miller and his infant son passed in 1841, and his practice and house were passed to Dr. William LeBaron in 1845. Subsequent owners included Sarah J. LeBaron, who sold it to Betsey D. Lane in 1879, and Lyman German in 1885. Louisa (German) Outhouse, daughter of Lyman German, made substantial improvements to the house, including laying new floors and other enhancements, as noted on May 21, 1902, in the Geneva Republican.

In 1927, Lola Carpenter acquired the property, except the north 50 feet, which had been sold to Ernest G. Johnson and his wife in 1915. The Geneva Republican reported "significant enlargement and remodeling work by Harry Seastrom and his team" on November 4th, 1927, after that purchase. Lola Carpenter later established a tea room in the home, and zoning changes recognized the property as a business site, as reported in the Geneva Republican on August 5, 1932.

In the late 1930s through the 1950s, the house was split into apartments. Lola Carpenter retained ownership, but many people lived at the address, especially recently married couples, such as Mr and Mrs Raymond J Eckstrom. Ownership after Ms Carpenter is currently unknown, but the house continued to be used as apartments as late as 2009.
