	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Conant House, likely constructed by carpenter John Schmoldt for Ira Minard, who likely rented out the original middle section, saw significant transitions over the years. After being sold to Luther Conant's widow, Reziner Poweroy Conant, in 1852, it passed to her son William Conant, notable for building the Congregational church. Between 1877 and 1885, it served as the office of Dr. Larmon B. Lane.

In 1898, the property was acquired by William C. Tyndale, whose residence underwent remodeling by Robert Long and his team, as documented in the Geneva Republican on March 26, 1902. Tyndale later moved to California in 1906, and the next known owner of the property was Harry Seastrom.

By October 12, 1923, Harry Seastrom had completed construction on his residence and attached a double garage, giving it two coats of white paint. At the time, it was regarded as one of the largest and most attractive homes in the First Ward. The garage is visible in the 1930 Sanborn map.The Long family occupied the house in the early 1920s, and in 1956, it became the office of Dr. Rodney Nelson. The Conant House is a testament to Geneva's architectural heritage, witnessing various owners and uses throughout its history.
