	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This site is currently a parking lot. Before that, it was residential for many years.

The site is not visible in the 1885 Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. In 1891, it appears with a house at what is now 221 Hamilton Street. It appears that the house was originally a 1 1/2 story L-shape building, with a large rectangular addition on the rear. A smaller addition extending from the northwest corner of that addition abuts an outbuilding in the rear of the lot. The house had a stoop and front porch across portions of the front facade. It appears the same through 1905. In 1912, the stoop, outbuilding, and smaller addition are not drawn. In 1923, major alterations occurred. The house was illustrated as a rectangular front section, with a larger rectangular rear section extending further west, and a partially enclosed wrap around porch on the northeast sides of that section. It is possible that the original house was demolished and this one was built in its place at this point. By 1930, a front porch was added across the entire facade, and a garage was built in the northeast corner of the lot. The garage disappeared by 1945.

The house at 215 Hamilton Street did not appear until the 1912 Sanborn map. It was drawn as a 2 story house with a bay extending from the center of the west facade. A porch extended the west side of the footprint north of the bay, and extended across the front facade. In 1923, the rear porch was not drawn. Additionally, a 1 story, rectangular building was constructed in the northeast section of the lot and an organic connection between the two houses was drawn. By 1930 no connection was drawn, and by 1945 that unattached section was gone and a garage was in the northeast corner.

It appears these houses were used for residential purposes, including as rental apartments, for most of their life time. They are listed as a package deal including a side by side duplex and a two apartment building in the February 28, 1974 Geneva Republican. It is likely that the houses were demolished and the parking lot was built somewhere around this time.

This site does not contribute to Geneva's historic district due to the houses being demolished.
