	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:  In March 1925, Otto E. Eneborg, owner of the Geneva delicatessen, announced plans to relocate a cottage from the Hamilton Street site to a lot just north, facing Third Street, to make way for a modern home to be built during the summer (Geneva Republican, March 20, 1925). By August 1925, Eneborg had already erected a neat two-car garage and was preparing to commence construction on a substantial bungalow within weeks (Geneva Republican, August 14, 1925).

Fred Hillquist undertook excavation work and contractor John Bloomdahl secured the project to erect a brick cottage for Mr. and Mrs. Eneborg by August 1926 (Geneva Republican, August 20, 1926). Bloomdahl's finishing touches were completed by November 1926, with the residence nearly ready for occupancy by December of that year (Geneva Republican, November 26, 1926; December 31, 1926).The house was fully completed by January 1927, with the Eneborgs settling into their new home (Geneva Republican, January 15, 1927). By this time, Bloomdahl's contracting firm had transitioned to Bloomdahl & Daggett.

The property use shifted by January 25, 1962 with Dr Douglas Locke advertising a new Podiatrist and Chiropodist office at the site. It continued to be used as a residential site as well as an office until about the 1970s, when it transitioned to a fully commercial space.
