By 1921, Wuillemin had relocated to Oakland, California. His wife, Alice Hawkins, hailed from a family based in Geneva, with her father, H. W. Hawkins, described as residing on James Street in August 12, 1921. 

The house was used frequently as a rental property, so there were not many consistent residents. By 1934, Mr and Mrs L McAneney were residents of the house.  Mr and Mrs John Jenkins were residents in the early 1940s, and the Johnson family lived there in the late 1940s and early 1950s. In 1969, Mrs. Mary Roberts advertised a fabric mending service at the address, signaling a shift in use of the site. Today the building is split into five apartments.

This house no longer contributes to the local historic district due to irreversible alterations, likely done when permits for remodeling were issued in 2005.
