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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The building at 315 Hamilton Street underwent significant transformations and historical developments. Originally constructed between 1891 and 1897 as a one-and-one-half-story single-family residence, it saw early additions documented on Sanborn maps from 1885 to 1912, which were later removed. By 1923, the house had been extensively altered, with a second floor added and the porch modified to an entire span.

From 1915 to the late 1920s, classified advertisements in the Geneva Republican described the property as a subdivided rental offering modern, multi-bedroom apartments with a preference for gentlemen tenants. During this period, the house was inhabited by Ms. W. French, followed by Ms. Clara Ford from approximately 1931 until her passing in 1943. Arthur Fisher took up residence in 1941 and conducted alterations worth $1,000 with a permit.

Subsequent documented residents included Carl and Mary Margaret Johnson in 1943 and Mr. and Ms. Arthur Napes by 1946. In 1948, Chris Christiansen owned the property and added a private garage for $900; Christiansen passed away the following year. The site continued to be used as a residence, frequently in a multi-family scale.

The historical significance of 315 Hamilton Street lies in its architectural evolution, notably representing the early Craftsman style. These developments reflect the dynamic history and adaptation of the property over decades, from its original residential use to its transformation into multi-unit rental accommodations.
