316 Hamilton Street was built between 1897 and 1905 as a
single-family residence, initially designed in the Late Queen Anne
cottage style. It is visible on the 1905 Sanborn Fire Insurance map as
a 1 story rectangular shape with a porch centered on the front
facade, a bay extending from the south portion of the east side and
an additional square, 1 story section centered on the rear. A small
outbuilding was also in the southeast corner of the lot, abutting the
neighbor's outbuilding. That neighbor's house at 316 Hamilton was
drawn as a reflection of 322 Hamilton. Between 1923 and 1930, the
outbuilding was gone, but a garage was in the northeast corner of
the lot.

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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: 316 Hamilton Street was built between 1897 and 1905 as a single-family residence, initially designed in the Late Queen Anne cottage style. Between 1923 and 1930, the outbuilding was gone, but a garage was in the northeast corner of the lot.

The original frame garage, located as the north wing, was initially constructed sometime between 1912 and 1923 along the eastern property line of 322 Hamilton Street during Grace L. Kendall's ownership. By 1930, the garage had been relocated to the southeast corner of the property, a move likely executed by Charles E. and Emily Stromberg, who acquired the property in 1920. In April 1960, Kenneth and Isabelle (McConnaughay) Fisher became the new owners of 322 Hamilton Street. 

Around 1963, an attached garage was added to the west side of the house, prompting the relocation of the original garage to its current position. It was repurposed as the initial sign shop for the Fisher Sign and Display Advertising Co. Shortly after that; it expanded by constructing a new concrete block warehouse/storage building.

This building contributes to the historic district due to its architectural status as a "twin" building and a Queen Anne.
