BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

In the late 1950s, a house at 121 James Street was relocated to the
back of the current property. It has since been utilized as "Karen's
shop." Before the current property, the Geneva Republic describes
residences at 421 Hamilton, 423 Hamilton, and 425 Hamilton
beginning in the 1920s and 1930s.

According to historic aerials, the current property was constructed
between 1984 and 1994, and the Geneva Republic began
advertising commercial sites at the addresses in 1987-1988. It was
constructed for commercial purposes, and has had many tenants
over time.
