	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Wetter House, located at 422 Hamilton Street, was constructed between 1905 and 1912 as a multi-story single-family residence, based on historic Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. When it appears on the 1912 map, it is two stories on the west side and one story on the east side. The one story section is stepped back from the two story section, with a porch along the front facade and an additional one story section extending from the rear. On the same lot is a stable with a 1 1/2 story section and a 1 story section. The footprint is consistent through 1945, with the stable becoming a garage by 1930. The porch appears to have not been enclosed by 1945. 
Early residents of the home are not known, although the garage was rented out in 1930.  Mr and Mrs Walter Wetter were residents as early as 1939. In 1975, a public auction was held at the house to handle the estate of Walter V. Wetter.
The home was purchased by the city as part of a parking project, but was declared surplus and sold again to be used as a residence in 1978. 
The property contributes to the historic district as an example of the Upright and Wing form of architecture and the long time connection to the Wetter family.
