	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The house located at 527 Hamilton Street was constructed between 1897 and 1905. It is visible as a center gable residence with the gable on the west side, and a porch across the front facade. An outbuilding existed to the rear of the lot. By 1923, a garage existed in the northeast corner of the lot. By 1930, the porch was enclosed, and a stoop had been added centered on the rear. The footprint looks essentially the same today.

Its first documented resident was August Cederstrom, a Swedish immigrant and liveryman who resided there until his passing in 1931. Over the years, subsequent residents included families such as the Arthurs and Soderstroms. Parts of the home were also rented out in the 1930s. It was described in the July 29, 1938 issue of the Geneva Republican as a seven room residence with a two car garage.

This property holds significance within the context of Swedish properties in Geneva, adding to the rich historical tapestry of the community.
