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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The house at 6 James Street, known as the Parazaider/Kostall House, has a rich history spanning from its construction between 1897 and 1905 to its later modifications. The 1905 Sanborn Fire Insurance map shows a 2 story house with a wide L-shaped plan and a back stoop. The back stoop disappears by 1912, and in the 1923 map, a porch is drawn cutting into the L-shape on the northeast corner to make the enclosed space more of a T plan. That is the only time that porch is drawn.

During the 1940s, Sergeant Gilbert Kastoll, a notable resident, served in the Air Force during World War II. His distinguished military career included receiving an Air Medal with three oak leaf clusters, a Distinguished Flying Cross, and a Purple Heart. In 1955, resident G. Lencioni added a carport to the property.

Over the years, the house was also home to various individuals, including John Slaten, Helen Harlan, Richard Beiriger, Ellen Shoberg, and John Thornton. In the late 1950s, Central Electronics utilized the premises, marking a shift from residential to commercial use. It is currently a residence again.

This house contributes to the Geneva historic district because it is an example of the Dutch Colonial architectural style and as a property that has followed shifting needs for residential and commercial space in the district.
