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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The building at 321 James Street is a one-story brick structure used for non-residential purposes, with entrances on both James and 4th Streets. It is architecturally related to the building at 17 S 4th St. 

Historical Sanborn maps show a residential building oriented perpendicular to the current building from 1885 to 1945. There is  a record of Ms. Ina Box residing at 321 James Street in 1943, although she and her family were likely not the original owners.

It is likely that that residence was demolished for the construction of the commercial building at the same time as 17 S 4th between 1960-1965. That building was known as the P. Stacy Nelson Building, built by Bill Radecky, and was a commercial building with several suites that were rented out. It is likely that this building also had a similar use. It possibly had the historic address 19 S Fourth Street as well for some time.

In 1988, the property was willed to Alice Nelson by her late husband, Stacey Nelson, a WWII veteran. 

The property contributes to the historic district because of its relationship with the commercial evolution of the area.
