	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The lot at 428 James Street was originally the site of the John Coleman House, which was relocated in 1911. 

Following this, the property became the location of St. Peter's Catholic Church, including a parsonage and a school. In Sanborn Fire Insurance maps from 1912 to 1945, the site has a rectangular church facing James St with the 2 story parsonage attached to the west by a 1 story building. The parsonage has a bay centered on the west side and a 1 story extension on the west side of the south facade. A porch extends across the entire west facade of the parsonage. By 1930, the porch wraps from the west facade to the front.

In April 1958, bids were solicited for contractors to build a new school on the site. The church functioned at the site until about 1962, when the church moved to Kaneville Road and the property was sold to the county.

The site became the Red Cross Fox River chapter's headquarters in 1963. By 1979, it was the Kane County Adult Probations building.

Today, the remaining building on the lot is the former parsonage, which has served as the Child Advocacy Center of Kane County since 1993.
