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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Construction on the home for Henry W. Hawkins (1884-1924) and Kate W. Hawkins (1855-1928) began on May 1, 1917. The Hawkins family had three daughters: Mabel (1878-1959), Alice (1880-1955), and Katie Lu (1882-1969). After her parents' deaths, Katie Lu Hawkins continued to reside in the home. She had a distinguished career as the head librarian of the Geneva Public Library for 40 years before her retirement. Mabel Hawkins also lived at the house as an adult for some time, and Colin Kyle was at the address for about the period of his retirement. Katie Lu passed in 1969. After her death, special use permits were permitted to allow offices on request from Mrs Edward Hoelscher.

The original house, constructed in 1893 by Robert Long with the foundation laid by John Stebbins, was severely damaged by a fire in April 1917. The fire, which affected the roof and chimney, resulted in $3,000 worth of damage, as reported in the Geneva Republican on April 11, 1917. Insurance claims were settled by April 21, 1917, at which point Wilson Bros began evaluating the possibility of rebuilding. However, the decision was made to demolish the damaged structure and build a new home. Wilson Bros started construction on the new residence for Henry W. Hawkins on May 2, 1917, as noted in the Geneva Republican.

The Hawkins family originally purchased the lots in 1890, with an additional lot acquired by Kate and Henry Hawkins in March 1917. Henry Hawkins was involved in the coal and lumber business.
