	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The house was constructed by Oscar and Mathilda Donaldson between 1891 and 1893, with a mortgage dated July 2, 1891. In 1893, a 45-foot wide parcel on Sixth Street, was deeded to John and Sara Donaldson, who built a 1.5-story Queen Anne cottage at 15 S. Sixth Street, the neighboring address. Oscar Donaldson worked as a toolmaker at the Canon Box factory in 1912 and was employed at Burgess-Norton in 1918.  After the deaths of Oscar and Mathilda Donaldson, the property was sold to Albert Anderson, Mathilda's brother in 1935. 

The house on James Street was sold to Christine Peterson in about 1940. Juanita Peterson, her daughter, also lived at the address and was very involved in local activities on top of teaching at West Aurora High School. She passed away in 1971 in the Oliver Nursing Home in Elgin, although she still listed her official address at 527 James.

It appears Miss Peterson also rented parts of the house out. Mr Albert W Emerson and Mrs Lois Emerson and their family lived at the address in 1953. Mrs Frida Wilson lived at an apartment at the address from about 1961 until 1965.

In the late 1970s, the site went through a series of rezoning debates and became commercial.

As of 1999, the James Street house was one of only eleven buildings pictured in The Kane County Atlas of 1892 that still stands on James Street west of Third Street. 

The site contributes to the historic district due to its age and Queen Anne details.
