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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Construction on the Claude and Cleo (Albin) Toombs House began in May 1917, concurrently with the work at 522 James Street. On April 21, 1917, the Geneva Republican reported that Frank Albin and Claude Toombs had purchased two lots at the corner of James and South Fourth Streets from the John Peterson estate, with plans to erect two cottages. Wilson Bros. began their work on May 19, 1917, as noted in the Geneva Republican. Carl Strom was assigned the wiring job, with lathing starting on August 1, 1917, and plastering commencing on August 25, 1917. Claude Toombs was Frank Albin's son-in-law.

The Toombs family remained at the address until after 1945. Claude H Toombs and Mrs Lenora Hollands married and lived at the address in 1945 after Cleo Tombs' death in 1944.

 The garage was later rebuilt for Dr. Walter Mathesius by contractor J. Adolph Swanson at an estimated cost of $2,500, as reported in the Geneva Republican on August 25, 1951. Dr. Mathesius re-roofed the house the following year.  In 1966, Dr. Mathesius and his wife passed away and the house was put up for sale in 1967.

George Atherton received a building permit for a roof and to screen in the existing patio in 1969. The site continues to be residential. 

The property contributes to Geneva's historic district as an example of the Craftsmen style.
