BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The building at 628 James Street was constructed between 1923
and 1930, according to Sanborn maps, but no later than 1925, as
indicated by a classified ad for a piano sale in the Geneva
Republican on July 24 and July 31, 1925.

Mr. Arvid and Mrs. Ida Hallberg were residing at 628 James Street by
1939, as noted in the Geneva Republican on August 4, 1939. Arvid
Hallberg emigrated from Sweden around 1888, and his family had
previously lived at 253 James Street until between 1910 and 1920,
when they moved to 730 James Street (U.S. Census Records). Ida
Hallberg emigrated from Sweden in 1901. Arvid Hallberg passed in
1955, but Ida remained in the house with their daughter Luella
remained in the house until Ida's death in 1970. Luella served as a
Bluejacket, or an enlisted woman in the US Naval Reserve, in WWII,
and worked at the Houghton Mifflin Company's Geneva office after
the war. In 1972, Luella requested for the address to be rezoned to
multi-family so she could convert the second story into an additional
