BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The property located at 128 Peyton Street is a Cape Cod residence
built in 1935, featuring wood double-hung windows with true divided
lite sashes. It is visible in the 1945 Sanborn Fire Insurance map as a
1 1/2 story dwelling with a porch on the east facade and a detached
garage east of the dwelling.

Early residents of the property are not known, but Edith Wilson is
listed in local phonebooks between 1958 and 1972. Miss Wilson was
raised by her grandmother and her aunt, Miss Mary Wilson, on Third
Street where the Geneva Lutheran Church was eventually
constructed. In 1948, she moved from Third Street to "the Lennartz
apartment" which may be the house at 128 Peyton. She was a
school teacher and a member of the Congregational Church of
Geneva.

Murray Moxley is listed in phone books beginning in 1973.

The house contributes to the historic district as an example of the
Cape Cod style and as it relates to women's history.
