The two-story
residence spans 1,529 square feet. It is visible on Sanborn Fire
Insurance maps beginning in 1930 as a two story, rectangular
dwelling with a porch centered on the front facade. It appears the
same in the 1945 map and today.

The house went through similar patterns to much of the rest of the
area during the inter-war period, renting some space out in the 1930s
for additional income. After that period, many inhabitants lived at the
address for shorter periods of time. Frank Keller lived at the property
in 1938. From at least 1941-1942, the Ingels family, including Mark
and John V., resided at the house. Mrs E.C. (Nell) Sloan moved to
Madison, Wisconsin from the address in 1945. Mrs. B. J. Berg lived
at the address from at least 1947-1949.

On June 24, 1954, Catherine Werner was married at 316 Peyton Street, then the home of her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Ed Murphy. The Murphy family remained at the address until at least 1966. In 1970, William F Martin became the primary resident, and an ad in 1994 declaring, "Mom's cleaning house after 40 years and 4 kids!" implies that the Martin family remained  for a longer period.

This property contributes of the historic district as an example of Georgian architecture.
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
