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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Originally built as a limestone barn by George Westgarth in 1848 or 1849, this structure is notable for being the only locally quarried limestone barn in Geneva. It was officially converted into a residence in 1888 when it was covered in stucco. 

George Westgarth was an English stonemason who built his limestone home, Villa Verone, at 416 Hamilton in 1849. Later that same year, he constructed a stone livery barn from a local river stone not far from his home. A devoted Disciples of Christ congregation member, Westgarth built several homes for members and the meeting house on Campbell Street in 1857. In 1854, he sold his home to Elias Crary and moved his family into the barn, converting it into their residence. Local lore suggests that church services were held on the house's second floor and barn for eight years until the congregation completed their church.


The barn was stuccoed over in 1888 by John Ferris, who purchased the property from LaFayette Steves in 1873. Julius Alexander noted in his memoirs that "the cemented house on the south side of Peyton between Third and Fourth was built by Westgarth for his barn in the same year (1849)," likely referring to the Crary House at 416 Hamilton. This suggests the house was finished with a delicate lime cement plaster, similar to the Milton Octagonal House in Wisconsin.

The house's exterior features one window on the second story for the hayloft, along with massive stone lintels that are almost triangular rather than rectangular. A small open porch to the right was screened about 30 years ago. The house is positioned closer to the sidewalk and street than current zoning permits, making it 'legal non-conforming' since it would now require a 20-foot setback. A frame addition was added to the back in the 1970s and is set back nicely, allowing the stone façade to dominate the front view.

The home was converted into a three-unit building between the 1970s and 1980s, featuring two apartments on the first floor and one upstairs. The bathrooms are in unusual locations, jutting into the main living spaces. Kevin Fitzpatrick renovated the house in the 1990s, converting it into a single-family home. Subsequent owners have continued to enhance the interior, repairing and replacing floors. A large stone lintel once crashed from the front window through the floor and now serves as the mantel in the family room.

Historical Sanborn maps provide additional insights into the property. The 1891 map shows a two-story main structure designated as a "D" dwelling, a one-story west porch and one-story rear porch, and small structures to the east and south. The 1897 map indicates that the building was used for a furniture repair and renovating business, with an upstairs tenant identified as a builder and engineer. The 1905 map illustrates the same two-story structure with a one-story west porch and two one-story rear porches. The 1912 map reflects the continued presence of the two-story main structure and porches and a new building at the southwest corner of the lot. The 1923 map shows the lot being split north/south but retains the main structure and porches, while the 1930 map again depicts the two-story main structure and the west porch, with the lot split east/west.

The barn, now a residence, is depicted in these maps, raising questions about the structure to the west, which needs to be shown in the footprint on the 1891 Sanborn map. This could be the Thomas Beebe Blacksmith Shop, established around 1869, as noted in a Bird's Eye Map, or another building that has since been razed. The property changed hands several times, with significant transactions involving Thomas and Josephine Beebe, and Frederic and Mary Agnes Carter. The house received a plaque in 2001 from the Geneva Historical Museum, recognizing its historical significance.
