	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Augustus Herrington likely built this property, originally a single-story house, between 1860 and 1865. In 1866, Herrington sold the home to James O'Connell (1811-1882) and his wife, Mary (Cavanaugh) O'Connell (1826-1906), for $200, indicating that the house existed before that date. The O'Connells were Irish immigrants who arrived in Geneva in 1861, with James working as a day laborer. The house was reportedly expanded vertically between 1870 and 1880.

Mary O'Connell later married Patrick Donohue (1851-1923), and the newlywed couple lived with her mother in this house until their brief marriage ended in divorce. In 1894, she married Thomas Orman (1864-1923), and the couple adopted a son, Edward Thomas Orman (1904-1928), between 1910 and 1920. The Orman family continued to reside in the house, with Thomas working as a cooper (barrel maker) for C. E. Mann and later for Appleton Manufacturing Co.

After her parents' deaths, Mary (O'Connell) Donohue Orman (1858-1932) inherited the property. She outlived both of her husbands and her adopted son. Interestingly, her first husband, Patrick Donohue, died just one day before her second husband, and their obituaries were printed one after the other in the April 27, 1923 edition of the Geneva Republican. Mary's obituary noted that she lived at this Peyton Street property for 71 years, providing evidence that the house shown in the 1869 Bird's Eye View of Geneva corresponds to the main floor of the current structure.

References to adding a west wing likely pertain to the enlargement of the rear service wing, as depicted in the 1892 map, which shows the service wing extending only along the east half of the north elevation. The house underwent remodeling around 1939. River Valley Holdings enlarged and remodeled the home in 2005, and it was subsequently sold to Shawn and Margaret Geary in 2006, who then sold it to Kevin and Holly Burg in 2012.
