	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Originally located on Lot 9, Block 32 at 158 N. Fourth Street, the property was acquired by Daniel Parvin Abbott and his wife, Elizabeth Jane Warner, in 1866. As a carpenter, Daniel likely built the house that same year or shortly afterward, as the 1867 Kane County Gazetteer indicates that he resided at this location.

After the Abbotts defaulted on a mortgage, Albert A. West and his wife, Augusta, acquired the property. In October 1880, it was conveyed to Andrew P. Johnson and his wife and then to Frank and Mary Sunleaf in 1883. The house appears in the 1891, 1897, and 1905 Sanborn maps.In June 1924, the Geneva Republican reported, "Frank Sunleaf will remove his residence at the corner of Fourth and Peyton streets to the lot just west, facing Peyton Street, and will sell the lot on Fourth Street." 

By August 1924, it was noted that "Frank Sunleaf has removed the house and is rebuilding and enlarging the same." Oscar Swanson purchased a lot from Sunleaf and began constructing a new home's basement that same month. According to the Geneva Historical Museum's Chain of Title search, the house, now located at 416 Peyton Street, was originally built around 1866. Daniel Abbott mortgaged the property in 1866 and again in 1870. The property was transferred from Daniel P. Abbott to A. A. West (the mortgage holder), then to Andrew P. Johnson in 1880, and finally to Frank Sunleaf in November 1883. Andrew P. Johnson is noted to have worked in a tub factory, as indicated in the 1896-97 Directory.
