	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Swan “S. M.” and Lillian Berquist home was under construction in 1925, as reported in the Geneva Republican on July 31 of that year. Built by contractor Martin Seastrom, the house was occupied by the end of October, according to a report from October 30, 1925. The lot was purchased from Mary Oorman in June 1924.

Swan M Berquist was the manager of the National Tea Company and served on the city council.

The house is drawn in the 1930 Sanborn Fire Insurance map as a two story dwelling with a narrow 1 story section, possibly an enclosed porch, in the rear, and an open porch extending across the front facade. The house appears the same in 1945.

A room was rented out, with gentlemen preferred, in 1937.

Mr and Mrs Walter B Peterson lived at the address until 1960, when they moved to Bloomington for Mr Peterson's job at the Illinois Agricultural Association. They were both involved in church and civic organizations in the community. They lived at the house as early as 1952.

Mr and Mrs James E Barry lived at the address with their family from 1961 until at least 1974.
