The Cain family lived there from at least 1941-1949. Jack Cain, one of the children in the family, was a singer and performed on the radio for some time.
In 1955, Mr and Mrs Victor Erday, Jr, moved into the home. In 1961, Ronald Reynolds obtained a permit to enclose the porch. His family remained until 1968, when they moved to Pennsylvania and the Jacklin family moved in.
