	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Teresa Perrone House, nearly identical to the Fred Wells House (1922) located at 18 North Fourth Street, was built for A. Pasquale "Patsy" Perrone by Wilson Bros and completed in 1926, as noted in the Geneva Republican on May 14, 1926. A permit for the construction was issued in October 1925. 

In the 1930 Sanborn Fire Insurance map, the house is a 2 story, square dwelling with enclosed rear stoop on the east side, and a porch across the full front facade. A detached garage is on the rear of the lot. The footprint appears the same in 1945.

The Patsy Perrone family remained until at least 1940. The Benedettos, who lived next door at 521 Peyton Street, were the parents of Mrs Patsy Perrone. It appears that Mr Rocco Benedetto moved into the Perrone house around 1942. P. Perrone received a permit for an addition to a dwelling worth about $1,500 in 1957, which was likely the rear section visible today. Patsy Perrone, an Argentinian immigrant, passed in 1964, after owning the City Barber Shop at 218 W State Street for twenty years. Members of the Perrone family remained until at least 1976.

It appears that this house was a multi-family residence beginning in the early 1940s. By 1942, Glenn H. McConnaughay, who served in WWII and on the Geneva police force, lived at the site. His family also included Terry McConnahghay, likely a brother, who lived at the address as well. Both men had young families while living at the address, with several birth announcements issued in the Geneva Republican throughout the period they lived there, ending by approximately 1958. 

The house suffered a fire in 1976.
