BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The original construction date of the police station is unknown,
although some estimate it was built in the 1930s and renovated in
the 1950s and early 2000s. As it stands today, the station has a
mid-century modern style and very little visible historic fabric.

The police station is not visible on Sanborn maps through 1945. The
area it sits on was mostly residential in 1891, and transitioned to
mixed use over time. A saloon sat on the site in 1897, which became
a vacant building by 1905. The vacancy continued through 1912. In
1923 a series of garages existed on site, with stores and homes
surrounding. At this time, the entire block was labeled "James
Herrington's Subdivision". The garages and other mixed use
buildings continue to appear on Sanborn maps through 1945. It is
possible that the building the police station occupied existed during
that time and was renovated for the new use in the 1950s, but that is
not confirmed.
