	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This home was constructed in 1977 in the Tudor Revival style.

Before this home was constructed, the area had several purposes. From 1891 to at least 1897, stables existed on the lot, possibly for either private use or in relation to the nearby creamery. By 1902, the lot was empty, and remained as such until a single story house was built between 1923 and 1930. That house remained the same until at least 1945. 

The property remained residential, with John Njus listed as a resident from 1956 to 1958. In 1962, the primary resident was Mrs Ruth W Njus, indicating that she was likely widowed. She remained a resident, going by the name Mrs Ruth W Kastoll in 1966 and 1970. In 1974, the property was occupied by Terry Luetgert. It is unknown who the property owner was at the time of the new construction.
