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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: According to historic Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, this house was constructed between 1923 and 1930. Before then, a garage and other historic outbuildings existed on the site. The 1930 Sanborn Fire Insurance map shows a 1 1/2 story dwelling with a 1 story section in the rear. The footprint is consistent through 1945.

As early as 1935, Martin Sekulik and family lived at the address. They remained through at least 1948. In 1955, Emerson Cox received a $1000 permit for alterations to the dwelling. He and his family, including Arliss F Cox, his wife, lived there until at least 1991.

The detached garage at the southern end of the property was replaced by the current garage, built by Custom Built Garages in 1988. It features siding that resembles CDX plywood with applied battens and false half-timbering. The small breezeway was constructed at the same time as the attached garage. Both structures fall outside the Period of Significance for the Geneva Historic District (1835-1966).The garage and breezeway connect to a "living room/family room" addition built between 1950 and 1951. 

It’s unclear whether this addition sits on a slab or crawlspace; given that bedrock is close to grade in this area, there is likely no basement beneath the southern two-thirds of the house. However, the architectural significance of the 1950-51 addition appears limited, as it is not associated with any notable individuals or events of local, regional, or national importance.It is suspected that the historic gable-front portion of the house was also sided with CDX plywood (not T-111 siding) and false timbering around 1988-89, coinciding with the construction of the garage and breezeway. 

Like the garage, this siding falls outside the Period of Significance for the Geneva Historic District. It does not represent a specific architectural style, likely lacking value for studying construction methods. The body of the residence is contributing.
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
