	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: In 1836-37, the property was deeded to George McKinley, an early settler from New York who settled in Geneva. The house was constructed by 1838, when the property was transferred to his daughter, Eliza, and her husband, Lyman German. 

After the German family moved to the east side of the river in 1848, the property and house were deeded to Margaret McKinley (Eliza's sister) and her husband, Scribner Bain, who lived there until 1857. From 1857 to 1887, the property changed hands thrice before being purchased by Paul and Christina Espen (later Esping). The property went through several owners before 1969, when Neil Oberg acquired it and renovated the house to showcase his antique collection.
