	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This lot is visible on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps beginning in 1891, where a building is already visible. In that map, it appears as a 2-story, T-shaped building with a two-story enclosed section on the east side of the T's vertical, and open porches on the north and west side's of the vertical. By 1897, that additional section on the east had widened, with the northern porch widening as well and a new porch being constructed south of the section. By 1912, the two porches connected to wrap around the northwest corner, and were partially enclosed on the north. This basic layout continued through 1923, without any porch enclosure. 

By 1930, dramatic additions were made to the east of that additional section. A garage north of the section was connected to the house through an extension of the open porch. It is known that Frazier & Raftery did work on the house during this period, so these changes were likely related to them. For this property, the addition is known as the Living Room Addition.

This propert contributes to the historic district because of its relationship with area architects, Frazier and Raftery.
