BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The house itself was built between 1923 and 1930, likely in 1927, for
bachelor Dominick Emma, who married by 1931. In 1935, the
property was transferred to John H. and Sarah Mitchell, who sold it in
1940 to Lyle W. and Evelyn M. Francis. The Snider family acquired
the property in 1945, and they lived there with their son, Russell. The
north garage was excavated and constructed in 1948 for the Snider
family by local contractor John H. Bloomdahl. The Sniders owned the
property until their deaths: Virgil (1906-1966) and Marjorie
(1908-1972).

In 1948, a garage addition was made to the existing garage for
owner Virgil C. Snider, with John H. Bloomdahl as the contractor.
The project cost $300, and the permit was issued in March 1948
(Geneva Republican, April 9, 1948).

The roof was updated in 1994 and 2004, and the house was
remodeled in 2010.
