The A. Clauser Home, a new dwelling constructed in 1955, was built
by Allan D. and Janice (Schick) Clauser on Lots 4 and 5, Block 2 of
Riverside Addition for $17,500 (Geneva Republican, June 16, 1955).
The couple married in June 1954 and moved to Geneva in
September of that year, initially residing on Kaneville Road.

Allan D. Clauser (1928-1989), a native of Indianapolis and a
graduate of Wabash College, worked for Gold Bond Corp., later
becoming Assistant Sales Manager for the Chicago District in 1958
(Chicago Tribune, January 20, 1958). He earned his MBA from the
University of Chicago in 1959, the same year their only child was
born in Geneva (Indianapolis Star, March 23, 1959). During their time
in Geneva, Janice S. Clauser (1929-present), a Smith College
graduate, worked as a substitute teacher for the Geneva Schools
and held various church choral positions.

The Clauser family lived in their home at 414 S. River Lane until at least 1961 (Vidette-Messenger of Porter County, June 19, 1961) but returned to Indianapolis by 1963, when Allan was promoted to Manager of the Indianapolis Sales District for National Gypsum Co. Since then, the property has passed through three additional owners as of 2019.

Notably, the A. Clauser Home is recognized for its architectural significance, specifically its Cape Cod style.
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
